HAn extra 2” has been added to the length

for insurance.

Since first published in 1992, this
quilt pattern with its easy con-
struction has been a favorite for a
quick baby shower or birthday
gift. And your choice of fabrics can
be a fun way to individualize it for
the baby’s nursery decor.

1About the Fabrics
For this easy quilt, find a large

scale multicolor print that you love.
Then choose the eight additional
colors from this theme fabric for the
blocks and borders.

2Making the Blocks
Construct all 4 Z blocks from the

same 2 fabrics. 

Pairing any 2 prints of B’s, make a
block Y. Repeat with various colored
pairs to make 23 more Y blocks. 

3Adding Border 1
To make the pieced border 1 strips,

first arrange the Y blocks around A in a
pleasing distribution. Join 5 blocks to
make each side border 1 strip and press
the seam allowances as shown. Sew the

side strips to A and press allowances
toward the center. Join 7 Y blocks for
each top and bottom border 1 strip and
press. Join to A and press as before.

4Adding Borders 2 and 3
Measure the width of the quilt

from raw edge to raw edge through
the center. Trim two border 2 strips to
this length for the top and bottom
borders. Orienting Z blocks as shown
in the assembly diagram, add one Z to
each end of these strips and press
allowances toward the strips. Sew the

remaining border 2 strips to opposite
sides of the quilt, trim any extra
length and press allowances toward
the strips. Sew the top and bottom
border 2 strips to the quilt and press
as before.

Add the side border 3 strips, trim and
press. Then add the top and bottom
border 3 strips; trim and press again.

5Quilting and Finishing
Using the patchwork as a guide,

mark diagonal lines that extend from
each Y block as shown. 

Layer the lining, batting and quilt top
and baste the layers together.  

Quilt the marked lines and then in the
ditch along border 3. 

Join the binding strips end
to end and sew the strip to
the quilt to enclose the
edges.
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The Nesting Habit
For patchwork with corners that
meet, nesting the seam allowances
when sewing will ensure accuracy.

With the seam allowances of the
units to be joined lying in opposite
directions, match the seams. The
two sets of seam allowances will
nest against one another. Pin them
in place and stitch. When you open
the units and press the seam, the
corners will match perfectly.
