Foundation piece this patriotic heart and make it
into a mailable fabric postcard. It’s a variation of one
of the foundations used in Ribbon Tribute. The com-
plete pattern for Ribbon Tribute appears in
QUILTMAKER July/August ’07 (No. 116).

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These foundations should each measure 31⁄2" x 41⁄2", including seam allow-
ances, when you print them. If they do not, check your print settings to
make sure there is no page scaling—you should print the page at 100% or
actual size.
